Assembly Instructions

Step 1:
A. Ensure you have all the necessary parts and hardware prior to assembly.
B. Locate the Base (A) and Rod (B) and ensure the Base (A) is on a flat surface.

C. The Rod (B) has a hook on the bottom of it that has to be connected to the Base (A).
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Step 2:

A. Insert the Rod (B) into the hole on the Base (A), making sure the logo on the Rod (B) is facing inward.

B. Coming from under the base, grab the hook utilizing the included Puller (2), and bring the hook
dOW:‘; For easier hook connection, you can push the attached bar towards the hook. This will facilt-

ate the process significantly.

C. Ensure the hook catches on the affixed bar on the Base (A), as pictured.

Step 3:

A. Once the hook is connected to the Base (A), it's time to insert 6 of the Screws (1) into the Rod (B).
B. You will need to add four Screws (1) to the back of the Rod (B), as pictured.

C. Secure them in the place with included Philips Head Screwdriver (4).

D. Add two Screws (1) to the front, bottom of the Rod (B).

E. Secure both in place with the included Philips Head Screwdriver (4).
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Step 4:

A. Locate the Wheels (D) and the two remaining Screws (1).
B. Line the Wheels (D) up with the two holes on the bottom, back of the Base (A).
C. Insert the two Screws (1) through the holes on the Wheels (D) into the Base (A).

D. Secure them in place with included Philips Head Screwdriver (4).
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Step 5:

A. Locate the Height Scale (C) and on the back of it, you will notice two key holes located on the top
and bottom.

a. These are the points where you will adhere the Height Scale (C).
B. There are two, preinstalled screws on the Rod (B), as pictured.
a. To unscrew and screw the included screws, utilized the included Wrench (3).
C. Insert the two key holes over the preinstalled screws on the Rod (B).
D. Slide the Height Scale (C) downward until it locks in place.
E. Your Physician Beam Scale with Height Rod is now ready to be used.

Performing Zero Setting:
Step 1:

A. Ensure the scale is positioned on a flat surface to guarantee precise measurements.

B. Adjust both balancing masses to zero when the scale’s platform is unoccupied.

Step 2:
A. Verify balance by observing the lever, which should rest horizontally.

a. Confirm alignment by checking if the arrow indicator aligns with the horizontal mark on the
right side of the column head.

B. If necessary, use the zero-setting screw to adjust the balance by turning it either to the right or left until
the scale is appropriately balanced.



To Weigh a Person:
Step 1:
A. Have the patient step onto the scale platform.
a. The lever will shift from its initial position as the person steps onto the platform.
B. Adjust the balancing masses along the calibrated lever arms to bring the lever back to a horizontal posi-

tion.

Step 2:

A. Start by moving the larger balancing mass first for primary adjustments, followed by the smaller mass for
finer adjustments.

a. Ensure the lower (larger) balancing mass fits into one of the notches along the lower arm
of the lever.

b. Alignment with the markings on the lower arm indicates the weight, with the upper
pointer matching a marking.

B. Proceed to adjust the upper (smaller) balancing mass along the upper arm of the lever until the lever re-
turns to its original horizontal alignment.

a. Record the reading at this point for finer weight adjustments.

b. The combined readings of both balancing masses yield the final weight of the person on the plat
form.
