Assembly Instructions

Step 1:

A. Locate a Iron Plate (B) and place it on a flat surface with the sinking holes facing downward side
facing up.

a. Locate and place a Wooden Panel (A) ontop of the Iron Plate (B).
B. Place one Upright 1 (C1) and Upright 2 (C2) on top of the Wooden Panel (A).
C. On the uprights, you will notice at the screw holes a raised section, as pictured below.
a. Insert into each upright, from underneath the metal and wood panels, one Screw 2 (8*85mm) (7).

b. Affix a 8 mm Nut 2 (4) onto Screw 2 (8*85mm) and secure it in place with a wrench.
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Step 2:

A. Insert three Screws 1 (8*45mm) (6), from underneath, through Upright 1 (C1) and Upright 2 (C2) into
the wooden and metal panel.

a. Secure the screws from above the metal panel with a 8 mm Nut 2 (4).

b. Repeat the steps outlined in Step 1 and Step 3 for the remaining Iron Plate (B), Wooden Panel (A),
Upright 1 (C1), and Upright 2 (C2).




Step 3:

A. Take a Stiffening Rod (D) and connect one end to the Screw 2 (8*85mm) (7) you installed in Step 1 in
Upright 1 (C1) but sliding it over the screw.

B. Connect the other end to the Upright 2 (C2), located on the other pair of uprights.
C. Screw the attached two Pins (8) into the second hole’s located on the Stiffening Rod (D).

a. Screw on Nut 1 (3) over Screw's 2 (8*85mm) (7) and secure with a wrench.

D. Repeat the above steps for the second Stiffening Rod (D).




Step 4:
A. Insert the four Height Rods (E) into both Upright 1's (C1) and Upright 2's (C2).
a. Ensure the “L" shaped top of the Height Rods (E) is facing outward, as pictured.

B. Thread the eight Star Head Knob's (1) into the two predrilled holes located in the uprights.
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Step 5:
A. Insert the Width Rods (F) into each Height Rod (E).
a. Ensure the width adjustment holes are facing down.

B. Insert a Circular Knob (2) underneath each Width Rod (F), as pictured, and secure in place.




Step 6:
A. Lay the Handrail's (G) on a flat surface.
a. Insert the four 10 mm Screws (5) into each hole located on the Handrail (G).

B. Insert the 10 mm Screws (5) on the Handrail's (G) into the holes on top of the Width Rods (F).

a. Secure the screws in place by applying a 10 mm Nut 3 (9) from underneath and fastening it with a
wrench.
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Step 7:

A. Your Folding Parallel Bars are now ready to be used.
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Folding Parallel Bars

Step 1:

A. To fold your Parallel Bars, remove both Pins (8) you installed in Step 3.

Step 2:
A. Compress the product together fully by sliding the sides in opposite directions.




Cleaning Instructions

* Do not use alcohol-based cleaning agents on the Folding Parallel Bars.
* Do not use harsh chemicals on this product or you risk it degrading.

* To maintain your Folding Parallel Bar's condition, periodically check the condition of every part and
hardware piece.
